Approval of Minutes.

IPBA Website –  Jeff Sayer appealed for race results and any associated pictures to be sent to the website ASAP after each race.  Jeff also indicated that the GOG race results are not being provided for posting on the IPBA Website; GOG reps stated they would contact GOG scorer Patrick Frampton to make that happen.  In light of their withdrawal from active log racing, Jeff and Carol are looking for a website assistant to eventually become website chair.  Commodore Downer commended Carol Sayer for all of her efforts in maintaining the IPBA website.

Race Schedule –  One date change was announced – the Bremerton Heavy Weather Race moves one day to Sunday, Feb 19, 2006.  Tacoma YC is reviewing a possible date change for the Jack Hyde Memorial Race to move it from their March date to replace the TYC-OYC Challenge in October.

Race Log Committee –  No report.

Membership Committee –  Bob Lindal reported that he and Jeff Ewell of QCYC are conducting log racing classes for the Seattle area Power Squadrons.  Bob also highlighted the need to get the bridge officers of the Grand 14 Clubs on board if we want to improve log racing within IPBA.  Richard Zanolini discussed his efforts at Tacoma YC and the Tacoma Power Squadron to reinvigorate log racing.  Sally Harkness reported her mentor program at GHYC seems to be working well.  Mike Henry reported BYC is actively promoting the Heavy Weather Race by making presentations at the Grand 14 Club meetings.  The question of future participation by Olympia YC with the retirement of Jeff and Carol Sayer from active log racing was discussed.

Old Business.


Discussion continued on the subject of use of auto pilots and GPS data during races.  M/S/P to revise the last sentence in Rule 8.M to read “Auto pilots and depth sounders may also be used providing they are not using and/or displaying GPS data.”

New Business. 


Commodore Downer recapped the expected South Sound race schedule in light of the reduced number of South Sound clubs participating.  Under the current organization, only three contests would be held annually in South Sound while North Sound would continue to have seven contests.  Extensive discussion occurred concerning possible realignment of the North and South Sound Sections to address this imbalance.  To evenly balance race schedules by having five contests in each section, the following motions were M/S/P for use on a one year trial basis:

1. North and South Sound Sections are realigned by moving Bremerton YC and Port Orchard YC from North Sound to South Sound.

2. The scoring method is changed to allow the best three out-of-area contests to be used in determining area standings. The current method of counting the International Cruiser Race does not change, as well as the current method of determining the Skipper of the Year awards

Bob Lindal raised the subject of changing the 2006 NAI Race schedule to Sep 6-9 to ensure there will be an adequate number of donor boats available to support the race since many potential donor boats will be up north during the summer.  It was agreed that this would be in the best interests of IPBA.  Commodore Downer stated that a committee needs to be formed very soon to get started on the 2006 NAI planning efforts.  He solicited volunteers.


GOG representatives agreed to host the 2007 Barusch/Castagna Race.
